TO FOLD COVER:

STEP1 Release clamp and flip handle up, ensuring it locks in place (flush with panel).

BED il FLIP HANDLE UP

UNCLAMP FROM BED RAIL

Lift tail panel and fold to mid
panel. While holding tightly
together, fold on to cab panel.

o Apply force towards the tailgate at the double-hinge area when folding and unfolding the mid panel. Do not lift directly upwards at
the hinge area. Let gravity assist in folding/unfolding.

STEP 2 Secure cover with included straps before driving in the open position.

* Longer truck beds may use only the loops closest to the cab to secure the cover in the open position.
