INSTRUCTIONS

On the ground, attach the cab and tailgate panels of the cover
to the center panel by mating the hinges.

Use a 5/16" bit to drill bolt holes up through the tailgate panel
at the two 'x” marks labeled ‘A’ on its underside near its
chamfered corners.

Repeat step 2 for the cab panel, but use the ‘A" marks nearest its
meeting point with the center panel instead.

If the gas springs are still attached to the cab and
tailgate panels, detach them. Lay the panels flat.

To avoid hinge damage, make absolutely sure the
hinges are fully mated before bringing a panel
back into the closed position.
